I refer to the Draft Kildare County Development Plan 2023 – 2029 Issues Paper seeking the public’s view

on the development of the Plan. Please accept my submission herewith on this document.

My submission relates directly to the Strategic Theme of Sustainable Mobility: Movement andTransport.It would be outrageous to include in the Kildare County Development Plan 2023 – 2029 any reference

to, or iteration of “The Gallops Avenue”, (a new name for the Naas Inner Relief Road called Racecourse Rd.) which was inexplicably included in the Naas-Sallins Transport Strategy, There was a comprehensive defeat (6-1) of the Part 8 Planning Application for the Naas Inner Relief Road on 17th June 2019 by Councillors democratically elected to Naas Municipal District Council. It would be completely unacceptable to

disregard this democratic decision and continue to attempt to include it in county development or local area plans. This would be deeply insulting to our elected representatives and to the electorate who elected them to their positions.As the Naas Inner Relief Road Part 8 process was democratically rejected by the Naas Municipal District Council it, along with any further iterations of the same concept, must not be considered for any future County Development Plan.Given that the original plan to have an inner relief road first conceived 29 years ago has now been fully recognised as completely outdated, and therefore was rejected by the Naas Municipal District Council, it is imperative that the development of a proper outer relief road to deal with the traffic issues is given as a priority objective in this County Development Plan.
I therefore strongly objects to any suggestion or inclusion of an inner relief road in the County Development Plan process and insist that the County Development Plan must include a clear and stated objective to develop an Outer Orbital Route for Naas outside of existing residential areas as this is the only appropriate solution which will divert traffic away from A445 (Dublin Rd.) (Aternative route is shown on attached map)
