“Planning authorities
give consideration at a local level to the principles of Universal Design
when assessing a Section 254 licence application to ensure that the
wider area is accessible, useable and convenient to all those who wish
to use or pass through it, while also ensuring that any alternative street
layout arrangements proposed in order to facilitate further outdoor
dining, such as the relocation of designated accessible parking bays on
temporarily pedestrianised streets, are appropriate and fit for
purpose”.

Kildare County Council Application for 254 Licence refers. “While
Kildare County Council is encouraging the use of these outdoor spaces,
there are many access and safety considerations that must be met. The
primacy of the pedestrian along the street is a key consideration in the
provision of outdoor dining. In all cases, unrestricted pedestrian access
and flow along the street must be maintained and be safe and
convenient to users”.
